 VBS Missions Focus on Helping Others  

 

A t this summer's Vacation Bible School, our children learned 
how they could make a difference in the lives of others in 

their community and around the world. Through a local and global 
mission project, the children focused on helping others near and far 
away with much needed items. Locally, they helped our 
neighbors who seek assistance from the Palatine Township Food 
Pantry. For the global mission, the children donated money to 
purchase different relief supply kits used by UMCOR (United 
Methodist Committee on Relief). They can be very proud of their 
donations and the difference that their efforts will make. 
  

Each day the children brought a grocery item for the food 
pantry and heard a little trivia about each item. The children learned that the food 
pantry currently helps more than 200 families and, like a grocery store, these 
families can go to the food pantry to get much of the food they need for the 
month. By the end of the week, the children had an amazing tower of grocery items 
that clearly showed their generosity. The children shared: 
  
 519 regular rolls of toilet paper 138 muffin & cake mixes 
 177 boxes of macaroni & cheese 90 bags of rice 
 171 boxes of Jell-O 
  

A s part of the global mission, the children discovered that things we use every 
day can be a real gift. Our global mission project was aimed at raising money 

to help build supply kits for the relief efforts of UMCOR. These kits are assembled, 
stored and then ready to be transported to a community experiencing a natural or 
civil disaster. Kits are assembled by volunteers at churches, distribution centers 
and at Sager Brown Relief Depot in Louisiana, where they can be warehoused until 
needed. Relief efforts are coordinated with local organizations and then shipped 
from Sager Brown quickly. Last year alone, UMCOR sent 20,000 flood buckets to 
Midwest flood victims. Each morning, the children learned how different supply 
kits are used.  They quickly came to understand that while a bucket full of cleaning 

supplies or a bag of paper and pencils might not seem like a great gift, when your home is 
filled with dirty flood water or your school has been destroyed by an earthquake, a few basic 
items can make a world of difference. Then each child had the opportunity to choose among 
flood (cleaning bucket) kits, school kits or layette kits and designate how they wanted their 
donation to help. We raised an amazing $951.31, which will go a long way toward helping 
others.
