We will see Paulôs 
attempt to persuade them to act 
out their worship, personal and 

public life in love. This letter reveals how 
difficult it was for people rooted in the 
Hellenistic culture of a large city such as 
Corinth to assimilate Paulôs Gospel of Christ 
and its implications for their personal and 
community life, and for their relations within 
the larger Roman Empire.
